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Saying Goodbye Well

For many years | have taken time near the end of
funeral services to invite people to say goodbye well.
Many of you have heard me end those services in this
way: by asking people to pause, to think about what
they’re doing, and to bless their loved one. Those same
people will remember that | often speak of a phrase from
the olde English language that has become the contracted
“goodbye” in modern usage; that phrase is “God be with
ye.” Spoken too quickly, “goodbye” becomes a very
causal word at parting, more like “see ya” or “later!”
Spoken with faith, hope, and love, “goodbye” becomes a
genuine act of blessing. But it’s hard, isn’t it? We’re
afraid of emotions, mostly because they make us feel
vulnerable but also because sometimes we find ourselves
saying more than we intended. I’d like to suggest that may
very well be a small step into living the Christ-life.

The farewell discourse in John’s gospel is what Jesus
says to his disciples — people who were his followers and
his students as well as his friends — as he prepares to take
his last steps toward the cross and his death. The emotion
of the moment is there in its fullness, and it becomes a
blessing as Jesus says, ‘“Ido not call you servants
any longer, because the servant does not know what the
master is doing; but | have called you friends,
because | have made known to you everything that | have
heard from my Father” (John 15:15). Those words are
recorded as a blessing for all who will continue to take up
the cross of Christ and follow him, not just when it’s easy
or convenient but at all times and in all circumstances. We
know that even if we don’t always live it out.

So how do we say “goodbye” well? And by that I
mean, how do we say goodbye well as we part ways, as |
move with my wife and family to Alaska and as you stay
here in Butte? My suggestion is that we do three things:
slow down, be intentional, and do it well.

That’s what we do when we speak “goodbye” as a
blessing instead of a casual kiss-off. The blessing in its
fullness becomes the word of grace we need to speak and
the word of grace that we need to hear.

There are many things I would like to say as we’re
preparing to leave, and | know that what’s important is to
express gratitude, to encourage you, and then to be on my
way as my work here comes to its end. What you need to
say to me, that’s for you to decide, but again, I would ask
you to slow down, be intentional, and do it well. I've
already had some members make appointments so we can
sit down and have some time apart, and I’m grateful to
those people. Others have wanted to make it quick,
including more than a few who have said, “I don’t like big
emotional farewells.” Okay, I guess I understand that. But
why not? Why not live in the emotion of a moment? Why
not deal with what it really means to “fare well”?

For my part, | will offer you the blessing of a more
heart-felt “God be with ye” than you may even be able to
receive, especially as the grief of this departure weighs on
me more right now than the opportunities ahead in “What
Comes Next.” This ministry has been a blessing to me. I
have tried new approaches, | have experienced solid
support, I have been encouraged to take risks, | have made
deep friendships, and yes, | have also dealt with a little
opposition. All of that becomes a blessing in how I
receive it. And | will continue to bless you in these last
weeks as | lead worship and preach, as | make my last
home visits and continue to provide pastoral care, and as |
tie up loose ends and do my best to say goodbye well. All
of this is offered as a blessing, the blessing we offer at
every genuine goodbye: God be with you ‘til we meet
again.

Like many of us, | learned my patterns of orderliness
from my parents. My father came from German stock where
orderliness was next to Godliness. A place for everything,
and everything in its place. My father would bring me and
my siblings out to the garage at least once a week to wipe
down tools and put them away in the correct drawer or on
the right hook. My mother, who was a home economics
major, operated a spotless home with floors from which you
could eat! We all made our bed before breakfast was served.
Humans, as a general rule, thrive on patterns. We learn early
about the patterns of preparing for the day and before sleep.
We know when meals occur. The body has circadian
rhythms that tell us when to sleep and when to wake up.
Patterns are all around.

At many churches, | observe that people like to sit in the
same pews and the same location in those pews every week.
Sometimes other people (the unknowing visitors!) sit in our
“spots” and it disturbs our flow for a moment.

Seriously, though, there is one pattern at church that
really serves us well, and serves the Lord well. It is the
pattern of our worship. Evangelical Lutheran Worship
(ELW) on page 93 describes the pattern of our worship
together.

The Lutheran church is considered a liturgical church,
along with our sisters and brothers in the Roman Catholic,
Anglican/Episcopal, Methodist, and Orthodox Christian
traditions. All of these churches follow the pattern of
gathering, hearing the Word of God, sharing a meal, and
sending all out to love and serve the Lord in the world.

Reformed pastor, Rev. Shane Lems, sums up the benefits
of a liturgical church:

“The benefits of historic, Bible-saturated, Sunday

morning liturgy are many.  Liturgies protect the

congregation from the pastor’s (or worship leader’s)
whims and hobby horses. With a solid liturgy, you don’t
have to put up with those odd songs or ideas that
“moved” your pastor (or worship leader) in the days
before worship. Solid liturgies remind us we’re not of
this world, they kill narcissism, they help us join voices
with the saints of old, they remind us God is a Triune

God of order, majesty, and constancy, and solid liturgies

do not cater to certain age groups or ethnicities.”

2 Thank God for being attentive and reassuring to us. We are loved
and nothing is beyond God’s ability to heal, restore, or save.

3 Pray for all affected by recent flooding and severe weather. May
the Spirit sustain their faith and hope while they deal with loss,
damage and the daunting work of recovery and rebuilding.

4 Give thanks for the freedom we experience in our nation, and
pray the Spirit will guide us in using our freedom to exemplify
God’s ways of justice, peace, humility, and mercy.

5 Give thanks and praise to God for being gracious to us and being
our helper, turning our mourning into dancing with joy.

6 Give thanks for the ELCA missionaries serving in Cameroon,
Kenya and Liberia and for their work alongside our global
companions in theological education, and parish ministry.

7 Pray the Spirit of God stirs in us an inclination to be generous
and concerned with the needs of our neighbor.

8 Seventh Sunday after Pentecde disciples were sent out with
few physical comforts and resources, but were well equipped for
ministry with the wisdom of Jesus, the power of the Spirit and the
company of one another.

20 Offer prayers of thanksgiving and encouragement for
physicians, scientists, and researchers committed to curing,
treating, and ending life threatening and debilitating diseases.
